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Mass emigration a
blow to Sweden

From 1851 to 1910 roughly
one million peaple
emigrated from Sweden to
America. We describe the
conditions in Sweden in the
1850s by using statistical
data from historical sources.

Four out of ten have mentally strenuous work

Slightly more than 40 percent of the population find their work to be mentally strenuous. The
percentage is higher among those with post-secondary education compared to those with lower
levels of education. However, heavy lifting every day is more common among those without post-
secondary education.

Production for the business sector decreases

Production for the business sector decreased by 0.8 percent in July compared to June in seasonally
adjusted figures. Comparing July with the same month last year, production for the business sector
decreased by 1.7 percent in working day adjusted figures.

Sweden’s GDP increased 0.1 percent in the second quarter 2013, working-day adjusted and
compared to the second quarter of 2012, GDP decreased 0.2 percent, seasonally adjusted and
compared to the first quarter of 2013.
